O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Rajinder Kumar Sabharwal (referred hereinafter as the complainant) r/o. H.No. B-5/286, First Floor, Sector-5, Rohini, New Delhi – 110085, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Manoj Sharma of Jaipur Golden Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Sudesh Sabharwal (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Jaipur Golden Hospital, 2, Institutional Area, Sector-3, Rohini, New Delhi – 110085.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 31st October, 2013 is reproduced hereinbelow:-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Rajinder Kumar Sabharwal (referred hereinafter as the complainant) r/o. H.No. B-5/286, First Floor, Sector-5, Rohini, New Delhi – 110085, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Manoj Sharma of Jaipur Golden Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Sudesh Sabharwal (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Jaipur Golden Hospital, 2, Institutional Area, Sector-3, Rohini, New Delhi – 110085.
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, reply thereto of Dr. Manoj Sharma, Sr. Orthopaedic & Spine Surgeon, Jaipur Golden Hospital and Dr. Sunil Kumar Khetarpal, Medical Superintendent, Jaipur Golden Hospital, as forwarded by the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi and medical records of Jaipur Golden Hospital.

The Executive Committee observed that the patient Mrs. Sudesh Sabharwal, 75 years old female, was admitted at Jaipur Golden Hospital for fracture neck femur on right side.  On 29.1.2012 she was operated on 30.1.2012 for cemented bipolar prosthetic replacement for femoral head which is a standard surgery for this age group.  After discharge, patient developed infection and debridement of the wound was done on 24.3.2012.  The infection persisted and an excisional arthroplasty was done. All these procedures are standard protocol for infected hip prosthesis.  During the stay in the hospital adequate medical management was done.  The patient was finally discharged on 3.5.2012.  Surgical infection is one of the known complications and was adequately treated.

In view of the above, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima facie, no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Manoj Sharma of Jaipur Golden Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife late Sudesh Sabharwal at Jaipur Golden Hospital.

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 31st October, 2013 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 27th November, 2013.
