O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Laxman Dutt Sharma r/o. 1532/28, Nai Wala Karol Bagh, Delhi–110005, forwarded by the Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Shree Jeewan Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Shree Jeewan Hospital, 67/1, New Rohtak Road, New Delhi – 110005.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 30th June, 2014 is reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Laxman Dutt Sharma r/o. 1532/28, Nai Wala Karol Bagh, Delhi–110005 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Shree Jeewan Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Shree Jeewan Hospital, 67/1, New Rohtak Road, New Delhi – 110005 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Ankita Sabharwal, Dr. Vijay Sabharwal, Director, Shree Jeevan Hospital, copy of medical records of Shree Jeevan Hospital and other documents on record. 
The Executive Committee notes that the complainant Shri Laxman Dutt Sharma was operated for cataract (Phaco with IOL) on 22nd October, 2012 by Dr. Vijay Sabharwal at the said Hospital. 
It is alleged by the complainant that he was improperly managed post-operatively, resulting in poor vision in the right eye.  The Executive Committee observes that  pre-operative  work-up  and  immediate  intra-
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operative and post-operative management was as per the standard protocol.  Post-operatively on day four, when the complainant presented with symptoms and sign of inflammation in the operated eye, the medical treatment intensified.  On post-operative day nine (31-10-2012) when the complainant developed overt signs of infection, he received antibacterial and anti-fungal treatment and was referred for vitrectomy, which he underwent the next day. This is the accepted professional practice for management of post-operative infection (endophthalmitis).
In light of the above observation made herein-above, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Shree Jeewan Hospital.
Complaint stands disposed.
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 30th June, 2014 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 17th July, 2014.
