O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Sunil Singh Rawat and Mrs. Sumitra Rawat C/o. Shri Manoj Kumar, D-129, JJ Colony, Khanpur, New Delhi – 110062, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Max Super Speciality Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s daughter late Yamini Rawat at Max Super Speciality Hospital, 1, Press Enclave Road, Saket, New Delhi – 110017.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th August, 2014 is reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Sunil Singh Rawat and Mrs. Sumitra Rawat C/o. Shri Manoj Kumar, D-129, JJ Colony, Khanpur, New Delhi– 110062 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Max Super Speciality Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s daughter late Yamini Rawat (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Max Super Speciality Hospital, 1, Press Enclave Road, Saket, New Delhi – 110017 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).


The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Devashish Das and Dy. Medical Superintendent, Max Super Speciality Hospital, copy of medical records of Max Super Speciality Hospital and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee makes the following observations :-

1. According to the records, the patient was admitted on 23rd February, 2013 with fever, cough and loose stools and vomiting.  Diagnosis of viral infection was kept.  However, the patient was  lethargic  and  had  decreased  oral   intake   and,
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hence, admitted.  The x-ray lung reported Lt. paracardiac haze.  The patient was put on antibiotics.  The patient was monitored in PICU.  There was ST elevation in ECG done on 25th February, 2013 at 1.30 a.m.  At that point viral myocarditis was considered as a possibility and CPK-MB was sent.  The patient suddenly went into cardiac arrest at 5.30 a.m. on 25th February, 2013.  
2. The examination of medical records does suggest the possibility of viral myocarditis in view of cardiomegaly, elevated ST segment and high CPK (1814 IV), although this report came after death.  
3. Sudden death cases occur due to arrhythmias in such cases although no arrhythmia was noticed prior to cardiac arrest.
4. An ECHO test would have been desirable to make a definite diagnosis.  

In view of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Max Super Speciality Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s daughter late Yamini Rawat.

Complaint stands disposed.’’  
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th August, 2014 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 27th August, 2014.
