O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Sub-Divisional Magistrate, Rajouri Garden, Delhi, seeking expert opinion on a complaint of Smt. Rashmi Devi r/o. Shri Ram Colony, Preet Vihar, Opp. District Jail, Dasana, Ghaziabad, UP, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of DDU Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s sister late Kanchan at DDU Hospital, Hari Nagar, New Delhi, resulting in her death on 29.5.2012.

The  Order  of  the  Executive  Committee  dated  31st  October,  2014  is  reproduced herein-below :-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medial Council examined a representation from Sub-Divisional Magistrate, Rajouri Garden, Delhi, seeking expert opinion on a complaint of Smt. Rashmi Devi r/o. Shri Ram Colony, Preet Vihar, Opp. District Jail, Dasana, Ghaziabad, UP (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Deen Dayal Upadhyaya Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s sister late Kanchan (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Deen Dayal Upadhyaya Hospital, Hari Nagar, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting in her death on 29.5.2012.	
The Executive Committee perused the representation from Sub-Divisional Magistrate, Rajouri Garden, Delhi, written statement of H.O.D. (Gynae. & Obs.), Deen Dayal Upadhyaya Hospital, copy of medical records of Deen Dayal Upadhyaya Hospital, Post Mortem report No. 540/2012, subsequent opinion dated 22.8.2012 in respect of Post Mortem report 540/2012 and other documents on records..
The Executive Committee observed that the complainant’s sister late Kanchan was an un-booked patient with severe anaemia and PIH who delivered vaginally. She had  progressed  in  labor  without  any  problem .

It is observed that rupture of previous scar can occur during delivery of baby’s head.  Rupture was detected in time and laparoctomy was done for the same.  The patient of severe anaemia with PIH can go in pulmonary oedema, anytime. This patient also developed pulmonary oedema for which ICU care was provided. However due to poor general condition the patient could not be revived after she developed bradycardia. 


In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that the patient was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases and prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Deen Dayal Upadhyaya Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s sister late Kanchan.
