O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Ram Kumar Gupta r/o. Flat No. 111, Pocket-6, Sector-23, Rohini, Delhi – 110085, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife late Laxmi Devi.

The  Order  of  the  Executive  Committee  dated  9th March, 2015  is  reproduced herein-below :
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Ram Kumar Gupta r/o. Flat No. 111, Pocket-6, Sector-23, Rohini, Delhi – 110085(referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife late Laxmi Devi (referred hereinafter as the patient).
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, copy of medical records of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre, as provided by the Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre.
The Executive Committee observes that the patient Late Smt. Laxmi Devi Gupta was diagnosed with advanced carcinoma ovary (Stage IV) serous carcinoma Grade III in October, 2010.She had co-morbidities of hypertension, diabetes and hypothyroidism. She underwent exploratory laparotomy on 7th October, 2010.She was put on first line chemotherapy with carboplatin and paclitaxel on 11th November, 2010. She had partial response to this therapy after 3 cycles. She went on to complete 6 cycles of this combination chemotherapy till 3rd March, 2011. Thereafter in view of residual disease she was put on maintenance chemotherapy with Cantret since 1st April, 2011 to 19th August, 2011. She had progression of disease on this treatment, was started on Topotecan and Cyclophosphamide based salvage therapy from 5th September, 2011. She Progressed on this chemotherapy also, leading  to   initiation   of   third   line   chemotherapy   with   Liposomal 
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Doxorubicin along with supportive measures from 22nd October, 2011. She progressed on this also and put on fourth line of therapy with Carboplatin and Gemcitabine on 24th February, 2012. After two cycles disease was stable, therefore chemotherapy was changed to Abraxane (Fifth line of chemotherapy ) on 23rd May, 2012. She received two cycles till 16th July, 2012.In view of progression she was given sixth line of chemotherapy with Ifosfamide and Etoposide on 1st August, 2012 for two cycles till 7th September, 2012. Patient was treated adequately according to standard practice.
In view of the above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Late Laxmi Devi 

Complaint stands disposed. “
