The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Pankaj Rai, Advocate, B-312, Jahagir Puri, Delh – 110033, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Pankaj Tyagi and dr. Kalpana Tyagi of Parakh Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother Smt. Rajeshwari at Parakh Hospital, H-1/A, V-19, Madhav Kunj, Vikram Enclave, 80 Ft. Road, (Near Gayatri Bhawan), Shalimar Garden Extn., Sahibabad, Ghaziabad, UP
The  Order  of  the  Executive  Committee  dated  9th February, 2015  is  reproduced herein-below :

 “The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Pankaj Rai, Advocate, B-312, Jahagir Puri, Delhi–110033 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Pankaj Tyagi and Dr. Kalpana Tyagi of Parakh Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s mother Smt. Rajeshwari (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Parakh Hospital, H-1/A, V-19, Madhav Kunj, Vikram Enclave, 80 Ft. Road, (Near Gayatri Bhawan), Shalimar Garden Extn., Sahibabad, Ghaziabad, UP (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. P.K. Tyagi, copy of medical records of Parakh Hospital and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee observes that the patient had undergone hysterectomy in 2012 and later in July, 2013 underwent cholecystectomy for gall stone disease. During surgery, omental thickening with some free fluid was found, which was taken up for histopathology, which was reported to be benign with non-specific inflammation. As per the records, it appears that in November, 2013, the patient was suspected to have metastatic gastric cancer (endoscopy and other details not available).
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In view of the above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Pankaj Tyagi and Dr. Kalpana Tyagi of Parakh Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s mother Smt. Rajeshwari.

Complaint stands disposed.” 
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 9th February, 2015 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 13th March, 2015.
