The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Jai Kishan Rathor s/o, Shri Laxmi Narayan, r/o RZ-275M/F-173, Raj Nagar-II, Palam Colony, Delhi, in the treatment administered to Smt. Rambati at Metro Hospital & Cancer Institute, 21, Community Centre, Preet Vihar, Delhi – 110092.
The  Order  of  the  Executive  Committee  dated  9th February, 2015  is  reproduced herein-below :

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Jai Kishan Rathor s/o. Shri Laxmi Narayan r/o. RZ-275M/F-173, Raj Nagar-II, Palam Colony, Delhi (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, in the treatment administered to Smt. Rambati (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Metro Hospital & Cancer Institute, 21, Community Centre, Preet Vihar, Delhi – 110092(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).
The Executive Committee perused the complaint and documents submitted therewith, as forwarded by the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi.
The Executive Committee notes that the patient was admitted at the Metro Hospital, Lajpat Nagar, New Delhi on 25th March, 2013 for cardiac aliment and remained admitted till 10th April, 2013.  The patient was shifted to the said Hospital for suspected malignancy on 10th April, 2013, where, the patient was investigated and diagnosis of malignancy was confirmed.   The patient died on 27th April, 2013 from her illness. Accordingly to documents on record, the CECT scan of abdomen was done on 12th April, 2013 and 18th April, 2013, indicating   
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that the patient had multiple SOL in liver with lymph nodes and gall bladder mass; likely to be liver metastasis with gall bladder malignancy. FNAC and liver biopsy done on 16th April, 2013 confirmed the adenocarcinoma. 
In view of the above, the Executive Committee observes that the patient had advanced gall bladder carcinoma with multiple lymph nodes and liver metastasis and supra clavicular lymph node enlargement. The patient also suffered from cardiac ischemia, brain aliments, fungal infection, blood infection, diabetes and osteoporosis.  The patient had KPS of <70, LVEF<40% and prolonged INR.   The patient was not fit for any active anti cancer therapy and needed only symptomatic/supportive care; which was given to her.
It is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that the patient was treated according to the standard guidelines and prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Metro Hospital & Cancer Institute, in the treatment administered to Smt. Rambati.
Complaint stands disposed. “
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 9th February, 2015 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 13th March, 2015.
