It is noted that the Smt. Sabita Singh Dangol was a patient of Acute Mycloid leukemia. It is associated with a very high risk treatment protocol. The patient undergoing treatment had neutrophenia with Klebsiella infection with comorbidities. This is a known event in patients of Acute Mycloid Leukemia. The doctors of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute and Research Center had followed due diligence and standard protocols in the treatment of the patient.
In view of the  observations  made  herein- above,  it is, therefore,  the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Dinesh Bhudani and Dr. Narendra Agarwal of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Late Smt. Sabita Singh Dangol. 
Complaint stands disposed.”
