O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station, Vasant Kunj, South, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Neerja Dabas w/o Shri Anoop Singh Dabas, r/o F-103, Jeevan Ashray Society, Plot No. C 58/8, Sector 62, Noida -201307, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Vikram Singh, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Indian Spinal Injuries Centre, Sector C, Vasant Kunj, New Delhi-110070
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 15th July, 2015 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station, Vasant Kunj, South,  New Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Neerja Dabas (referred hereinafter as the complainant) w/o Shri Anoop Singh Dabas, r/o F-103,jeevan Ashray Society, Plot No. C 58/8, Sector 62,Noida -201307,  alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Vikram Singh, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Indian Spinal Injuries Centre, Sector C, Vasant Kunj, New Delhi-110070(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital). 
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, joint written statement of Dr.Vikram Singh and Dr. P.H. Mishra, Medical Superintendent, Indian Spinal Injuries Centre, copy of medical records of Indian Spinal Injuries Centre and other documents on record.
It is noted that the complainant Smt. Neerja Dabas was diagnosed as case of Potts spine. She was operated on 31st August, 2013. Complainant underwent Corpectomy, expandable cage and anterior plating. The procedure  conducted  in  this  case  was  as  per  standard 
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practice. Patient was fine in post operative period and was in follow up of Dr. Vikram Singh. The post operative imaging was suggestive of implant being in place.  It was later found that the plate had displaced for which re-surgery was advised. The same was later done elsewhere. It is observed that complainant was adequately informed about the details of the operation and consent for the same was duly obtained.  The risk of implant failure has been mentioned in the consent form; which has been signed by the attendant. It is observed that implant failure is a known complication of cervical spine/lumbar spine surgery.
In view of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Vikram Singh, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Indian Spinal Injuries Centre.
Matter stands disposed.  “
