The Delhi Medical Council examined a legal notice dated 20.05.2014 of  Shri Sanjay Gupta,  on  behalf of his client Sh.R.B. Pradhan s/o late Shri Kalu Ram Pradhan,  r/o. E-2/8, Krishna Nagar, Delhi-110051, Delhi addressed to Max Super Speciality Hospital, FC-50, C&D Block, Shalimar Bagh, New Delhi-110088.


On perusal of the legal notice date 20.05.2014 of Shri Sanjay Gupta, the Delhi Medical Council observed that the same did not constitute a complaint in terms of Rules 32 of the Delhi Medical Council Rules, 2003, hence, cannot be entertained.  The contents of Rule 32 of the Delhi Medical Council Rules, 2003 are reproduced herein-below :-
The complaint shall contain the following particulars:-

(a)
 the name, description and address of the complainant;
(b) 
the name, description and address of the opposite party or parties, as the case may be, as far as they can be ascertained;
(c) 
the facts relating to the complaint, when the cause of action arose and what are the grounds or causes of the complaint;
(d) 
the documents in support of the complaint if any;
(e) 
the relief which the complaint claims.

No complaint shall be entertained unless it is in writing and signed by the person making it. The complaint shall be verified by the complainant. The complainant shall file six copies of the complaint along with such number of copies as there are opposite parties in the complaint. All anonymous and frivolous complaints shall be rejected.
