O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Jai Prakash Sharma, r/o Gali No.2, Part-II, Mukundpur, Delhi-110042, forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Anil Aggarwal, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Vijay Kumar at Ishan Hospital, Plot No. 1, Pocket 8B Sector -19, Rohini Delhi, resulting in his death at All India Institute of Medical Sciences, Ansari Nagar, New Delhi-110029, where he was subsequently treated.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 18th August, 2015 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Jai Prakash Sharma, r/o Gali No.2, Part-II, Mukundpur, Delhi-110042 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Anil Aggarwal, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Vijay Kumar at Ishan Hospital, Plot No. 1, Pocket 8B Sector -19, Rohini Delhi, resulting in his death at All India Institute of Medical Sciences, Ansari Nagar, New Delhi-110029, where he was subsequently treated .
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Anil Aggarwal, Dr. Dinesh Bansal, Medical Superintendent of Ishan Hospital, copy of medical records of Ishan Hospital and other documents on records .
The Executive Committee notes that the patient was admitted in the 
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said hospital for urinary bladder calculi and was on catheter. The vesical stone qualifies an emergency which warrants cystolithotripsy as was done on 27th January, 2014.

The patient was investigated, operated and discharge in stable condition on 28th January, 2014. All necessary precaution were taken as far as pre-operative infection control is concerned.  It is noted that after discharge, in night of 28th January, 2014 the patient again reported to the said Hospital with complaints of not able to pass urine, for which the patient was asked to get an ultrasound done, but the patient went way and did not  report  back  to  Ishan  Hospital .  The 
patient thereafter from 29th January, 2014 received treatment at All India Institute of Medical Sciences, where the deterioration in his condition is recorded in the clinical notes.

In view of the above, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that the patient was treated by Dr.Anil Aggarwal of Ishan Hospital as per accepted professional practices in such cases and hence  prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Anil Aggarwal of Ishan Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Vijay Kumar at Ishan Hospital.

Matter stands disposed. “
