The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Inderjit Sharma, A-96, Shivaji Vihar, Janta Colony, New Delhi-110027, forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Shri Paramjeet at Khetarpal Hospital, F-95, Bali Nagar, Main Najafgarh Road, New Delhi-110015.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 02nd February, 2017 is reproduced herein- below :-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Inderjit Sharma, A-96, Shivaji Vihar, Janta Colony, New Delhi-110027 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Shri Paramjeet at Khetarpal Hospital, F-95, Bali Nagar, Main Najafgarh Road, New Delhi-110015 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).

The Executive Committee perused the complaint , written statement of Dr. Anil Khetrapal, Dr.Raju Kalra and Dr. Manju  Singh, Medical Superintendent of Khetarpal Hospital, copy of medical records of Khetarpal Hospital and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee notes that the Shri. Paramjeet Sharma, 42 years male sustained closed fracture of distal tibia and fibula of left lower limb on June, 2012.
He was operated for fracture fixation using a distal tibial locking plate on 29th June, 2012. Subsequently there was infection at the operative site for which implant removal was done on 14th September, 2012, followed by  an  Ilizarov 
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    external fixator application on 28th November, 2012 which was subsequently 
removed on request on 12th April, 2013. At that time the fracture had not united completely. Patient agreed for re-application of Ilizarov external fixator on 25th September, 2013 and subsequently the fixature was removed. Subsequently after 4-5 months, patient fell down again with a fracture proximal to the previous fracture site. Fracture was treated as per standard protocol. There was a complication of infected non-union, a known complications of fracture at this site which was adequately treated with Ilizarov External fixator, a standard treatment for such complication.  

In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that primafacie no case of medical negligence, is made out in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Shri Paramjeet at Khetarpal Hospital.

Complaint stands disposed.”
