O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Manni Lal s/o late Shri Munna Lal r/o- MIG 25/28, Rampura, Deheli, Sujanpur, Kanpur, U.P. forwarded by the Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT. of Delhi, alleging medical negligence and professional misconduct on the part doctors of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, Sarita Vihar, Delhi Mathura Road, New Delhi-110076.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 02nd February, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri. Manni Lal s/o late Shri Munna Lal r/o- MIG 25/28, Rampura, Deheli, Sujanpur, Kanpur, U.P. (referred hereinafter as the complainant) forwarded by the Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT. of Delhi, alleging medical negligence and professional misconduct on the part doctors of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, Sarita Vihar, Delhi Mathura Road, New Delhi-110076(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, reply thereto of Dr. Kailash Nath Singh, Dr. Vikas Sangwan, Deputy Manager, Office of the Director Medical Services of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, made to Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT. of Delhi, copy of medical records of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, as provided by the Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT. of Delhi.

The Executive Committee notes that there had been no delay in the identification of the complications and addressing them. Wherever Biopsy or other treatment was delayed was justified on medical grounds. The complication which the patient had undergone are well known and cannot be

treated as medical neglect. The delay and biopsy was only because of the medical conditions and available investigations at that stage of management. All the complication were not unusual and were timely and well tackled.

In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that primafacie no case of medical negligence and professional misconduct is made out on the part doctors of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital.

Complaint stands disposed.
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 02nd February, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 09th March, 2017.
