O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri. Jagdish Bhati, s/o Sh. Khajan Singh Bhati, r/o- 95/71A, Gali No.1, Jagat Pur Extn., Delhi-110084, forwarded by the Dy. Commissioner of Police, North District, Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of  Tirath Ram Shah Charitable Hospital, 2A, R.B.L., Isher Das Sawhney Marg, Rajpur Road, Delhi-110054, in the treatment of complainant’s brother Shri. Rajender Singh Bhati, resulting in his death on 23.09.2017.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th May, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri. Jagdish Bhati, s/o Sh. Khajan Singh Bhati, r/o- 95/71A, Gali No.1, Jagat Pur Extn., Delhi-110084, forwarded by the Dy. Commissioner of Police, North District, Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of  Tirath Ram Shah Charitable Hospital, 2A, R.B.L., Isher Das Sawhney Marg, Rajpur Road, Delhi-110054, in the treatment of complainant’s brother Shri. Rajender Singh Bhati, resulting in his death on 23.09.2017.
The Executive Committee perused the representation from Dy. Commissioner of Police, copy of complaint of Shri Jagdish Bhati, statement of Dr. Avinash Rai, Dr. Kavita Trivedi made to Police, copy of medical records of Tirath Ram Shah Charitable Hospital and other documents as provided by the Police. 
The Executive Committee noted that the patient Late Shri Rajendra Singh Bhati a 48 yrs old male reached causality of Tirath Ram Hospital on 23.09.2017 with complaints suggestive of Acute Coronary Syndrome. The ECG at the time of presentation was mildly abnormal but not definitely indicative of Myocardial Infarction. The patient was administered Ecosprin(300mg), Deplatt(300mg) and storvas(40mg) in addition to injection Voveran and tablet Pantocid and referred to a higher centre as facility of Angiography was not available in Tirath Ram Hospital.  While being taken to Delhi Heart and lung Institute for further management, unfortunately, the patient perhaps suffered another episode  of  Acute  Coronary  Syndrome  on the way. He was rushed back to Tirath Ram Hospital where he was received in a pulse-less state and could not be revived. 
In view of the observation made hereinabove we are of the opinion that the patient was managed as per standard protocol at Tirath Ram Shah Hospital for his prevailing clinical condition and referred to a higher centre in a timely fashion. 

It is therefore the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on part of doctors of Tirath Ram Shah Charitable Hospital, in the treatment of complainant’s brother Shri Rajender Singh Bhati. 
Complaint stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th May, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 25th May, 2018.
