O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined examined a complaint of Smt. Shuchita Gupta, r/o- SCF 25, New Grain Market, Salam Tabri, Ludhiana, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Subhash Gupta and Max Super Specialty Hospital, Saket, New Delhi and Dr. Ashok Chaudhary of Institute of Liver and Biliary Sciences, in the treatment administered to complainant’s husband Shri. Vikas Gupta, resulting in his death on 01.06.2018 at Max Super Specialty Hospital.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 12th July, 2019 is reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Smt. Shuchita Gupta, r/o- SCF 25, New Grain Market, Salam Tabri, Ludhiana (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Subhash Gupta and Max Super Specialty Hospital, Saket, New Delhi and Dr. Ashok Chaudhary of Institute of Liver and Biliary Sciences, in the treatment administered to complainant’s husband Shri. Vikas Gupta, resulting in his death on 01.06.2018 at Max Super Specialty Hospital.
The Executive Committee perused the  complaint, written statement of Dr. Deepak Kumar Badwal, Deputy Head Operations  (Medical), Institute of Liver and Biliary Sciences enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Ashok Kumar Chaudhary, joint written statement of Dr. Subhash Gupta and Dr. Amrita Gupta, Medical Superintendent, Max Super Specialty Hospital, written statement of Dr. Mohan Bhargava, Dr.Sujeet Jha, copy of medical records of Institute of Liver and Biliary Sciences and Max Super Specialty Hospital and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee noted that Shri Vikas Gupta 37 years old male was diagnosed to have advanced chronic liver disease (NASH related) alongwith other co-morbidities such as obesity, hyperthyroidism and anaemia. Shri Vikas Gupta underwent LDLT on 28.5.2018. The donor organ was donated by the sister of the deceased (Smt. Seema Gupta). Unfortunately there was primary graft dysfunction which resulted in multi organ dysfunction and death on 1.6.2018. The complainant has alleged that there was negligence in the treatment of deceased vide para13 (F) perusal of his care documents submitted by  Max Hospital do  not show any evidence of negligence on behalf of the treating unit. The complainant has also alleged that the liver donated by Smt. Seema Gupta was sold by Dr. Subhash Gupta to a third party. They attribute this as the main reason for the cause of death of Shri Vikas Gupta, this allegation is baseless as there is no evidence provided by the plaintiff that such a transaction accrued. 
The complainant has also alleged vide serial no.10 that is required to retransplant liver back to the donor in case of death of recipient. This allegation is baseless and there is no medical evidence for this procedure.

In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Subhash Gupta and Max Super Specialty Hospital, Saket, New Delhi, Dr. Ashok Chaudhary, Institute of Liver and Biliary Sciences, in the treatment administered to complainant’s husband Shri. Vikas Gupta. 
Complaint stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 12th July, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 02nd August, 2019.
