O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station, Jaffarpur Kalan, New Delhi-110073, seeking medical opinion regarding alleged medical negligence in the treatment administered to Smt. Sharda Devi at Chaudhary Brahm Prakash Ayurvedic Charak Sansthan, Khera Dabar, New Delhi, Khera Dabar, Najafgarh, New Delhi-110073.

“The Order of the Executive Committee dated 12th July, 2019 is reproduced herein-below:-
’The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station, Jaffarpur Kalan, New Delhi-110073, seeking medical opinion regarding alleged medical negligence in the treatment administered to Smt. Sharda Devi at  Chaudhary Brahm Prakash Ayurvedic Charak Sansthan, Khera Dabar, New Delhi, Khera Dabar, Najafgarh, New Delhi-110073.
The Executive Committee perused the representation from Police, written statement of Dr. Bharat Bhoyar, Medical Superintendent, Chaudhary Brahm Prakash Ayurvedic Charak Sansthan, reply of Dr. A.K. Dubey, Medical Superintendent, Medanta-The Medicity, copy of medical records of Chaudhary Brahm Prakash Ayurvedic Charak Sansthan, Medanta Hospital.

The Executive Committee observed that patient Smt. Sharda Devi 37 years old, went to Chaudhary Brahm Prakash Ayurvedic Charak Sansthan for treatment of anal fissure. She was admitted on 6.2.2018 and underwent anal dilatation on 7.2.2018 under local anesthesia. She was discharged on 10.2.2018. It is noted that prior to surgery HIV I and II test was done using card test at Chaudhary Brahm Prakash Ayurvedic Charak Sansthan the same were reported as negative.  Subsequently the patient reported to Medanta-The Medicity Hospital for treatment of chronic diarrhea, difficulty in swallowing and chest complications. She was extensively investigated and was found to be having HIV according to records submitted as HIV 1 Elisa +ve on 19.4.2018, CD4 count 41/ml and viral load of 648176/ml on dated 24.4.2018. She was also found to be having cryptosporidial diarrhea, esophageal candidiasis and PCP as per CECT chest dated 24.4.2018 and BAL-28.4.2018.  By June 2018 she was started on Anti Tubercular treatment for extra pulmonary tuberculosis due to multiple lymph nodes in chest and abdomen vide CECT chest and abdomen done on 9.6.2018.  In view of the clinical stage IV HIV disease and CD4 count only 41 cells/ml dated 23.4.2018 and viral load of 648176 dated 24.4.2018 it is unlikely that patient acquired HIV infection only 9 weeks earlier during the intervention done at Chaudhary Brahm Prakash Ayurvedic Charak Sansthan. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out in the treatment administered to Smt. Sharda Devi at Chaudhary Brahm Prakash Ayurvedic Charak Sansthan. 
Matter stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 12th July, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 02nd August, 2019.
