O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a  representation from Dy. Commissioner of Police Central District Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Rajveer Harbans Sahai s/o Shri Harbans Sahai r/o 130/131, Vipin Garden Extension, Uttam Nagar, New Delhi-110059, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Dr. B.L. Kapur Memorial Hospital, Pusa Road, New Delhi-110005, in the treatment of complainant’s wife Smt. Meenakshi Sahai, resulting in her death on 16.2.2019.

  The Order of the Executive Committee dated 24th September, 2019 is reproduced herein-below
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a  representation from Dy. Commissioner of Police Central District Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Rajveer Harbans Sahai s/o Shri Harbans Sahai r/o 130/131, Vipin Garden Extension, Uttam Nagar, New Delhi-110059, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Dr. B.L. Kapur Memorial Hospital, Pusa Road, New Delhi-110005, in the treatment of complainant’s wife Smt. Meenakshi Sahai, resulting in her death on 16.2.2019.

The Executive Committee perused the representation from Dy. Commissioner of Police, Central District, Delhi, copy of complaint of Shri. Shri Rajveer Harbans Sahai, written statement of Dr. Sanjay Mehta, Head Medical Services, BLK Super Speciality Hospital enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Sushant Srivastava, coy of medical records of BLK Super Speciality Hospital and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee noted that the patient Meenakshi Sahai 43 year’s female was admitted in 3.2.2019 with complaint of breathlessness and swelling over feet and abdomen (ascites).  Patient undergone CMV in 1993 and BMV in 1997 which itself shows that patient had long standing valvular heart disease (around 25 years). The swelling on feet and ascites was because of right heart failure because of severe mitral stenosis and severe pulmonary hypertension with right ventricular dysfunction. All these conditions make this patient high risk for surgery (valve replacement). Post operative bleeding because of redo surgery, thinned out right atrium and congestive hepatomegaly with all its associated coagulopathy is known and common complication. Right ventricular dysfunction can continue in immediate post operative period. Multiorgan failure (deranged LFT/KFT) may be because of prolong right heart failure and transfusion related in setting of low cardiac output. All three factors were present in this patient. Presence of Gall stones is not a contraindication for valve surgery and it was prudent to avoid concomitant surgery in this high risk case. Keeping in mind above facts and consents for valve replacement explaining high risk nature of cardiac surgery, patient was managed on standard line of treatment. The death of the patient was unfortunate but not due to medical negligence, instead of her underlying medical condition which had a guarded prognosis inspite of adequate treatment. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Dr. B.L. Kapur Memorial Hospital, Pusa Road, New Delhi-110005, in the treatment of complainant’s wife Smt. Meenakshi Sahai. 

Complaint stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 24th September, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 30th September, 2019.
