The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Dr. Puneet Kumar Mittal, House No.1498, Sector 16, Faridabad 121002, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Rajiv Bajaj, Batra Hospital & Medical Research Centre, 1, Tughlakabad Institutional Area, Mehrauli, Badarpur Badarpur Road, New Delhi-110062, in the treatment administered to complainant’s father Dr. Kanwar Sain Mittal. 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 20th December, 2019 is reproduced herein below:-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Dr. Puneet Kumar Mittal, House No.1498, Sector 16, Faridabad 121002 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Rajiv Bajaj, Batra Hospital & Medical Research Centre, 1, Tughlakabad Institutional Area, Mehrauli, Badarpur Badarpur Road, New Delhi-110062(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to complainant’s father Dr. Kanwar Sain Mittal. 

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Rajiv Bajaj of Batra Hospital and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee noted that Dr. Kanwar Sain Mittal, 86 years male  is a known case of diabetic, hypertension, coronary artery disease, LBBB, LV dysfunction. The patient consulted Dr. Rajeev Bajaj in 2017 and then was lost to follow up for two years. He again consulted in 2019. He was given treatment for above mentioned medical conditions. It is observed that many prescribed drugs can cause hyperkalemia and cause bradyarrhythmia. In the present case relatively low doses of Digoxin and carvedilol drugs were given in accordance with accepted professional practices in such cases.  The AV block observed in the patient is a known complication of using these medicines.  Further, hyperkalemia is a known complication of vymada, which is a drug recommended for treatment of the patients with left ventricular dysfunction, the condition with which the patient in this case was suffering.  
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Rajiv Bajaj of Batra Hospital & Medical Research Centre, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s father Dr. Kanwar Sain Mittal. 

Complaint stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 20th December, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 09th January, 2020.
