The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Arun Swaraj, r/o, RZ-2686-A/29, Tughlakabad Extension, New Delhi-110019, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Meenakshi Singh and Moolchand Hospital, New Delhi in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Jyoti at Moolchand Hospital, New Delhi.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 20th May, 2013 is reproduced hereinbelow :-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Arun Swaraj, r/o, RZ-2686-A/29, Tughlakabad Extension, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence, on the part of Dr. Meenakshi Singh and Moolchand Hospital, New Delhi in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Jyoti (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Moolchand Hospital, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).

The Executive Committee perused of the complaint, written statement of Dr. Meenakshi Singh and Medical Administrator, Moolchand Hospital and copy of medical records of Moolchand Hospital.
The Executive Committee observed that the patient was operated on 14th April, 2012 for left ovarian cyst with pain abdomen by Dr. Meenakshhi Sharma and Dr. Alka Gujral.  At the time of laparotomy, the mass was found to be arising from fundus of uterus and was going in the abdomen more on left side with left tube and ovary not seen separately.  It was 18 cm solid and 
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very vascular tumor burrowing into retroperitoneal structures and left pelvic wall with distorted anatomy.  There were adhesions to uterus, gut, ureter and bladder.  The surgeons performed subtotal hysterectomy with removal of left side tumor as the tumor was very vascular and adherent to bladder and ureter.  As there was doubt of left ureter injury due to ureter going through the tumor, urologist was called at the time of initial surgery only, who managed the left ureteric injury by cystoscopy, ureteroureterostomy and DJ stenting. Foley’s, catheter was left for three weeks which is a routine in such cases.  As it turned out to be vascular large tumor burrowing into retroperitoneum causing blood loss of three liters and involving left ureter.  The surgeons managed the case well by performing the complex surgery subtotal hysterectomy with removal of left sided tumor and by adding the urologist in the team who managed the ureteric injury.  The case was managed by reasonable care.
In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Meenakshi Singh and Moolchand Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Jyoti at Moolchand Hospital, however, proper informed consent should be taken, explaining risk of ureteric injury, bladder, bowel injury in complex gynae. surgery.

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 20th May, 2013 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 28th May, 2013.
