O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a reference from Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, in respect of a newspaper clipping dated 1st June, 2012 of Indian Express News-line, alleging medical negligence in the treatment administered to late Shri Vikram (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Bhagwan Mahavir Hospital, Pitampura, Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting in his death on 30th May, 2012.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 10th October, 2012 is reproduced hereinbelow :-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of a reference from Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, in respect of a newspaper clipping dated 1st June, 2012 of Indian Express News-line, alleging medical negligence in the treatment administered to late Shri Vikram (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Bhagwan Mahavir Hospital, Pitampura, Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting in his death on 30th May, 2012.

The Executive Committee perused the reference from Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, comments of Bhagwan Mahavir Hospital, as supplied by the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, medical records of Bhagwan Mahavir Hospital and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee observed that this case is based on a newspaper clipping, mentioning about a lack of adequate ambulance services.  From the records made available, the patient had been diagnosed and treated adequately by the attending doctors.

In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no medical negligence can be attributed in the treatment administered to late Shri Vikram at Bhagwan Mahavir Hospital, Pitampura, Delhi.  However, the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi be requested to take necessary steps to strengthen the ambulance services in the Hospitals functioning under its jurisdiction, so as to ensure that systems in Government hospitals are geared up to meet the situation which has arisen in this case.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 10th October, 2012 was confirmed by the Delhi Medial Council in its meeting held on 9th November, 2012.
