O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Smt. Vimla Rana, r/o, C-192, Gali No.4, West Vinod Nagar, Delhi-110092, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Mahesh Agarwal, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s daughter Ms. Indu Rana at Mahesh Hospital, D-937, Patparganj Society Complex, Near Engineer State, West Vinod Nagar, Indraprastha Extension, Delhi-110092; Ms. Indu Rana was subsequently treated at Lok Nayak Hospital where she expired on 14.7.2012.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 6th May, 2013 is reproduced hereinbelow :-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Smt. Vimla Rana, r/o, C-192, Gali No.4, West Vinod Nagar, Delhi-110092 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Mahesh Agarwal, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s daughter Ms. Indu Rana (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Mahesh Hospital, D-937, Patparganj Society Complex, Near Engineer State, West Vinod Nagar, Indraprastha Extension, Delhi-110092 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital); Ms. Indu Rana was subsequently treated at Lok Nayak Hospital where she expired on 14.7.2012.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, representation from Police Station Madhu Vihar, copy of post mortem No. 768/2012 dated 16.7.2012 of late Indu Rena, copy of written statement of Dr. Mahesh Agrawal, Director, Mahesh Hospital, copy of medical records of Mahesh Hospital and Lok Nayak Hospital, pertaining to the treatment administered to late Indu Rena, alongwith other documents on record.

The Executive Committee observed that as per records, the patient was being investigated for pain abdomen and fever for past few days from the local practitioners.  The patient presented to the said Hospital in very sick condition with features of perforation peritonitis and septic shock.  The patient was operated after taking due consent (signed in English) and adequate preparation.  The same findings have been confirmed at autopsy done at Lok Nayak Jai Prakash Hospital, New Delhi-110002 on 16th July, 2012.  Outcome in such cases is very poor, it is hence, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Mahesh Agarwal, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s daughter Ms. Indu Rana at Mahesh Hospital.  
Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 6th May, 2013 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 28th May, 2013.
