O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri J. Surender against Dr. B.V. Rao, Medical Officer, SPG Dispensary, Dwarka, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence in the vasectomy procedure performed upon the complainant on 14.10.1999 by the respondent, the failure of which resulted in his wife getting pregnant warranting an abortion and necessitating a tubectomy.  The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, reply of Dr. B.V. Rao, case papers of SPG Dispensary and heard the following in person :-

The issue before the Delhi Medical Council was :- “Did the Vasectomy procedure confirmed to the accepted standard of practice.”

Following are the findings of the Delhi Medical Council :-

(a) The complainant underwent Vasectomy procedure on 14.10.1999 at SPG Dispensary after signing a written consent.  The operation was performed by the respondent.

(b) As per the Seminal Analysis dated 18.1.2000 of SPG Clinical Laboratory, conducted three months after Vasectomy, “no spermatozoa was seen.”  It is, however, admitted by the respondent in his written statement that spontaneous recanalization of Vasectomy could have caused the pregnancy of complainant’s wife during the month of August 2001, which was after 22 months of Vasectomy, the respondent vehemently denies that the same was to due to any negligence on his part.

In view of the findings made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council: - 

(a) The vasectomy performed on the complainant by the respondent was a success as is corroborated by the Seminal analysis dated 18.1.2000.

(b) Spontaneous recanalization of vasectomy is known to occur as a sequela of vasectomy, which happened in this case, hence, there is no medical negligence by Dr. B.V. Rao in this case.

Complaint stands disposed.
