ORDER

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Sulekh Chand, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Praveen Kulshreshtha, in the treatment administered by the respondent to the complainant’s wife Smt. Nirmal Saini at Guru Harkishan Hospital, as he failed to detect the T.B. in lungs as was suggested by X-Ray report dated 28.8.2002 requiring the patient to put on ATT; it is alleged that this lapse on the part of the respondent has caused the T.B. in lungs to deteriorate further.  The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Praveen Kulshreshtha, case papers of Guru Harkishan Hospital and heard the following in person :-

Following are the findings of the Delhi Medical Council :-

(1) The patient was admitted in Guru Harkishan Hospital with history of low grade fever, dry cough, loss of appetite on 28.8.2002.  Dr. Praveen Kulshreshtha advised X-Ray chest beside other tests :-

She was diagnosed to be suffering from PUO with UTI with severe anemia and hypotension.  The patient was discharged on 29.9.2002.

(2) The patient was again admitted on 13.11.2002 and was treated for PUO with anaemia and discharged on 27.11.2002.

(3) The patient was again admitted on 17.1.2003.  The patient was put on ATT after the Barium Meal follow through result was suggestive of Tubercular Enteritis.  As per the hospital records, she was discharged on request on 30.1.2003 and was advised to follow up on 5.2.2003.

(4) The patient was hospitalized again on 2.2.2003 and received treatment for Abdominal Koch’s.  She was discharged on 12.2.2003 and referred to Lion’s Hospital.  

The issue before the Delhi Medical Council was whether the X-Ray report dated 28.8.2002 warranted ATT at that stage.

The respondent in his reply has asserted that since the sputum for AFB result was negative, the LFT within normal limits and X-Ray showed healed calcified spots, in his clinical judgement the symptoms and investigations were not indicative of diagnosis of Pulmonary Koch’s warranting start of ATT.  
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In view of the above, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that Dr. Praveen Kulshreshtha treated the patient in accordance with accepted standards of medical practice within the norms of Tuberculosis programme of the country, hence, there is no medical negligence on the part of Dr. Praveen Kulshreshtha in the treatment provided to Smt Nirmal Saini.

Complaint stands disposed.
