The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station South Rohini, Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of late Ashok Kumar s/o. late Shri Ramjilal r/o. B-1491, Jahangirpuri, Delhi, allegedly due to medical negligence on the part of doctors of Jaipur Golden Hospital, in the treatment administered to late Ashok Kumar at Jaipur Golden Hospital, 2, Institutional Area, Sector-3, Rohini, New Delhi – 110085, resulting in his death on 8.8.2012
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th August, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a  representation from Police Station South Rohini, Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of late Ashok Kumar s/o. late Shri Ramjilal r/o. B-1491, Jahangirpuri, Delhi(referred hereinafter as the patient), allegedly due to medical negligence on the part of doctors of Jaipur Golden Hospital, in the treatment administered to late Ashok Kumar at Jaipur Golden Hospital, 2, Institutional Area, Sector-3, Rohini, New Delhi – 110085 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting in his death on 8.8.2012.

The Executive Committee perused the representation from the police, joint written statement of Dr. Rajiv Seth and Dr. Sanjay Kr. Gandhi, Dr. Deep Kamal Deputy Medical Superintendent of Jaipur Golden Hospital, copy of post mortem report no.857/2012 dated 13.08.2012 and copy of medical records of Jaipur Golden Hospital as supplied by the Police and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee noted that the patient was a case of Hypertensive intracerebral hematoma. He required surgery and hence was operated on 26.07.2012 at Jaipur Golden Hospital under informed consent dually signed by relative. Post mortem report support death due to intracerebral bleed. Patient suffered from a disease that carries high mortality in itself. He was managed as per standard protocol. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Jaipur Golden Hospital, in the treatment administered to the late Ashok Kumar at Jaipur Golden Hospital. 
Complaint stand disposed.
