O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Avneet Singh s/o Shri Harvinder Singh, r/o.1359/8, Ground Floor, Left Side Govindpuri New Delhi, forwarded by the Dy. Commissioner of Police: South-East District Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of  doctors of  Paras Spring Medows Hospital,  F-44, East of Kailash, New Delhi-110065, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife at Paras Spring Medows Hospital.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 12th January, 2016 is reproduced herein-below :

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Avneet Singh s/o Shri Harvinder Singh, r/o.1359/8, Ground Floor, Left Side Govindpuri New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Dy. Commissioner of Police: South-East District Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of  doctors of  Paras Spring Medows Hospital,  F-44, East of Kailash, New Delhi-110065, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife at Paras Spring Medows Hospital(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital). 
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Sanjay Kr. Tandon, Medical Superintendent of Paras Spring Medows Hospital, copy of medical records of Paras Spring Medows Hospital and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee observes that the patient with thirty five weeks pregnancy with severe oligohydroaminiosis with IUGR with mild P/H underwent LSCS on 17th March, 2013 and a live male baby was delivered at the said Hospital. On same day, she developed Erythema multiforme/ Stevens Johnson Syndrome for which dermatologist consultation was sought.  The patient   was  managed   conservatively 
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with tablet   Omnacortil ,  clindamcin ,   injection gentamycin, tablet Crocin, dressing Fusidin ointment with parafin gauze twice daily: she was discharged with advice to follow up. It is observed that symptoms of blisters, burning and pain in right leg which the patient developed post LSCS were indicative of Erythema multiforme. The condition of the patient was reviewed by a plastic surgeon who then sought a dermatological consultation. The dermatologist diagnosed it is as a case of bullous drug eruption most probably due to Monocef, which was given pre-operatively.

It is further observed that the patient in this case suffered from a very rare drug reaction Bullous drug eruption/Erythema, multiforme/Stevens Johnson syndrome which was diagnosed and treated in a timely manner as per standard professional practices in such cases.

In view of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Paras Spring Medows Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife.
Complaint stands disposed. “
