O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Manohar Lal Rajput, A-206, Shastri Nagar, Delhi-110052, forwarded by the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Nishi Makhija, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s daughter Smt. Meenu at Aggarwal Dharmarth Hospital Society (Regd.), 24/9, Shakti Nagar, Delhi-110007.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 06th October, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Manohar Lal Rajput, A-206, Shastri Nagar, Delhi-110052 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Nishi Makhija, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s daughter Smt. Meenu at Aggarwal Dharmarth Hospital Society (Regd.), 24/9, Shakti Nagar, Delhi-110007 (referred hereinafter as the Hospital).

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, reply thereto of Dr. Nishi Makhija made to Directorate of Health Services, copy of medical records of Aggarwal Dharmarth Hospital, as forwarded by the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee notes that the Smt. Meenu was getting ante natal check up regularly till June, 2013 (as per the records). Her BP was being checked regularly, which was normal.  As per the ultrasound liquor around baby was reduced. On admission she complained of pain and was in early labor. She was being monitored during labor when fetal distress was detected. She was advised to undergo LSCS (lower segment caesarean section) and till the consent was made available, fetal heart rate had dropped. In the meantime fetal heart sound dipped further and when LSCS was done baby could not be resuscitated. The cause of fetal distress was abruptio placentae, which can occur even in a patient of mild of increase in BP.  Concealed accidental haemorrhage has been the cause of this fetal demise.
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Nishi Makhija, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s daughter Smt. Meenu at Aggarwal Dharmarth Hospital.

Complaint stand disposed.
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 06th October, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 12th October, 2017.
