O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri. Devraj s/o Shri. Kapoor Singh, r/o- 5/2, Patel Park, Line Par, Bahadurgarh, Distt.-Jhajjar, Haryana-124507, forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Sanjeev Sinha & Dr. Vinod Puri,  in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Shri Arun at G.B. Pant Hospital, New Delhi-110002.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 18th February, 2016 is reproduced herein-below :
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri. Devraj, s/o, Shri Kapoor Singh, r/o- 5/2, Patel Park, Line Par, Bahadurgarh, Distt.-Jhajjar, Haryana-124507 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Sanjeev Sinha & Dr. Vinod Puri, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Shri Arun (referred hereinafter as the patient) at G.B. Pant Hospital, New Delhi-110002.
The Executive Committee perused the complaint and copy of medical records, as provided by the complainant.
The Executive Committee observes that the patient was suffering from pain neck at Rohtak in 2012.  The patient was seen in neurology unit-II of the G.B. Pant Hospital, New Delhi on 26th February, 2013.  The MRI done on 1st March, 2013 and the NCCT (CT scan) done on 24th April, 2013 suggested possibility of pott’s spine for which ATT was started.  The MRI done on 25th April, 2013 stated about same findings and suggested histopathological correlation.  The Executive Committee further observes that the patient was operated and histopathological correlation shows malignant round cell tumor for which the patient was treated at Dr. B.R.A. IRCH, AIIMS, New Delhi. 
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The Executive Committee further observes that the line of the treatment adopted by the doctors of G.B. Pant Hospital was as per accepted professional practices in such cases.

In view of the observations made herein-above, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Sanjeev Sinha & Dr. Vinod Puri, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Shri Arun.

Complaint stands disposed. “
