The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Smt. Radhika, w/o, late Ravindra, H.No. K-50, Gali No.3, Kanehyya Vihar, Johripur, P.S. Gokul Puri, Delhi-110094, forwarded by the Health & Family Welfare Department, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence and professional misconduct on the part of  doctors of G.T.B. Hospital, Dilshad Garden, Dehli-110095, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Arjun, resulting in his death on 15.4.15.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 22nd September, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Smt. Radhika, w/o, late Ravindra, H.No. K-50, Gali No.3, Kanehyya Vihar, Johripur, P.S. Gokul Puri, Delhi-110094(referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Health & Family Welfare Department, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence and professional misconduct on the part of  doctors of G.T.B. Hospital, Dilshad Garden, Dehli-110095(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Arjun, resulting in his death on 15.4.15.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Sunil Kumar, Medical Superitnendent, G.T.B Hospital, copy of medical records of GT.B Hospital  copy of Post Mortem report No.826/2015 dated 19.09.2015 and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee notes that the surgery in this case was warranted to save the patient who as per records to GTB Hospital with history of blunt trauma abdomen, based on clinical and radiological investigation of 14th April, 2015. The same appears to have been explained to the patient with a thumb impression, which albeit has not been identified. The surgery showed small bowel rupture with features of diffuse peritonitis. The autopsy (done on 19th September, 2016) showed no missing organs including kidney.
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence and professional misconduct is made out on the part of doctors of G.T.B. Hospital,  in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Arjun.
Complaint stand disposed.”
