O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a  complaint of Ms. Kaushalya Devi w/o Shri Sita Ram r/o Vill Sangaswin-2, PO Berthin, District Bilaspur (H.P.), Himachal Pradesh-174029, forwarded by the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging professional misconduct on the part of Max Super Speciality Hospital, 2, Press Enclave Road, Saket, Delhi-110017. 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th April, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:--
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a  complaint of Ms. Kaushalya Devi w/o Shri Sita Ram r/o Vill Sangaswin-2, PO Berthin, District Bilaspur (H.P.), Himachal Pradesh-174029(referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging professional misconduct on the part of Max Super Speciality Hospital, 2, Press Enclave Road, Saket, Delhi-110017 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Sahar Quershi, Assistant General Manager–Operations of Max Super Specialty Hospital, copy of medical records of Max Super Specialty Hospital, Post Mortem report No. 1640/12, subsequent opinion regarding cause of death in respect of the post-mortem report no. 1640/12 dated 06.06.2016, and other documents on record. 
The Executive Committee observes that as per post mortem analysis, all visceras were intact in the body. However parts of viscera like liver spleen, kidney along with stomach with contents, small intestine and contents and samples of blood were sent for analysis as per standard protocol to confirm the final cause of death. Finally aluminium phosphide poisoning was diagnosed as cause of death in viscera analysis . In view of the same, the allegation of the complainant that body parts of the deceased  were  removed

by doctors of Max Super Specialty Hospital are found to be baseless.

In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that primafacie no case of professional misconduct is made out on the part of Max Super Speciality Hospital, 2, Press Enclave Road, Saket, Delhi-110017.
Matter stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th April, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 19th April, 2018.
