O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from the Police Station Shalimar Bagh, Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Surya Srivastava, r/o-LD``-86, Pitam Pura, Shalimar Bagh, Delhi-110088, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Fortis Hospital, A-Block, Shalimar Bagh, New Delhi-110088, in the treatment administered to Smt. Surya Srivastava at Fortis Hospital.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 22nd June, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from SHO, Police Station Shalimar Bagh, Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Surya Srivastava, r/o-LD-86, Pitam Pura, Shalimar Bagh, Delhi-110088, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Fortis Hospital, A-Block, Shalimar Bagh, New Delhi-110088, in the treatment administered to Smt. Surya Srivastava at Fortis Hospital.

The Executive Committee perused the representation from police, written statement of Dr. Rajeev Nayyar, Medical Director, Fortis Hospital, Shalimar Bagh, copy of medical records of Fortis Hospital and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee observes that ‘Gluteal Abscess’ which the complainant developed following intra-muscular infection subsequent to administration of injection dynapar at Fortis Hospital, Shalimar bagh on 10.08.2015 is a frequent complication. This could be due to improper technique, pathogens carried from the skin by the needle or seeded hematogenously into an area injured or made ischaemic by the injected substance, use of vials with multiple pricks or unsterile syringes. There is no way the cause can be established after such a long time from the available records. Moreover, the patient did not come back to Fortis Hospital, Shalimar Bagh where the injection was administered, thereby ruling out the possibility of timely intervention for prevention of the abscess.

In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out in the treatment administered Smt. Surya Srivastava at Fortis Hospital, Shalimar bagh.
 Complaint stand disposed.
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 22nd June, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 6th July, 2017.
