O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a  complaint of Shri Rajeev Bahl, r/o- C-129, 3rd Floor, Mahendru Enclave, Near Gujranwala Town, Delhi-110033, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Fortis Hospital, Shalimar Bagh, A-Block, Delhi-110088, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Shri Parth Bahl at  Fortis Hospital, Shalimar Bagh, A-Block, Delhi-110088.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 27th October, 2017 is reproduced herein-below
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a  complaint of Shri Rajeev Bahl, r/o- C-129, 3rd Floor, Mahendru Enclave, Near Gujranwala Town, Delhi-110033(referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Fortis Hospital, Shalimar Bagh, A-Block, Delhi-110088, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Shri Parth Bahl (referred hereinafter as the patient)at  Fortis Hospital, Shalimar Bagh, A-Block, Delhi-110088(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, joint written statement of Dr. Rajeev Gupta and Dr. Arvind Khurana, written statement of Dr. Rajeev Nyyar, Medical Director, copy of medical records of Fortis Hospital and other documents on record.       
The Executive Committee notes that the patient a 22 years old male with history of fever for two days-high grade, with chills and with rigors, associated  with yellow discoloration of skin and sclera for one day was  admitted  on 07th August, 2014 at the said Hospital. He was investigated  and diagnosed as a  case of Complicated Acute Viral Hepatitis A. Ultrasound chest showed right sided pleural effusion. He was started on IV fluid and antibiotics with supportive medicines Gastroenterology consultation was also taken. His liver  function showed improvement but on 12th August, 2014 he complained  of dyspnoea. He was, therefore, referred to another hospital for having Acute Liver Failure. The said Hospital in its discharge has noted that there were no clinical signs of Encephalopathy at time of discharge but that he may require Liver Transplant if hepatic failure worsen. He was thereafter admitted in Medanta Hospital. On 12thAugust, 2014. He was diagnosed as a case of Acute liver failure (HAV related), viral myocarditis, Post CPR status, Post pericardiocenteris. He was investigated and managed conservatively including dialysis and blood and blood product transfusion. He was discharged  on 22nd September, 2014 in a  stable condition.
The Executive Committee notes that after reviewing provided records the committee is of opinion that till the patient was admitted in the said hospital he was adequately taken care off. There was no medical negligence on the part of treating doctors as the patient was improving till the day of discharge. Infact his LFTs were on improving trends as per records. Also doctors told the relatives timely, regarding the deteriorating condition of patient and future course of action was discussed. 

In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Fortis Hospital, Shalimar Bagh in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Shri Parth Bahl at Fortis Hospital, Shalimar Bagh. 
Complaint stand disposed.”
