O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Manish Kumar r/o- Sector-12, Dwarka, New Delhi-110078, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Ayushman Hospital, Sector-XII, Ashirwad Chowk, Dwarka, New Delhi-110075, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s new born baby (b/o Ruchi ref no: REG 15-16/29663) at Ayushman Hospital.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 08th September, 2016 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri . Manish Kumar r/o- Sector-12, Dwarka, New Delhi-110078(referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Ayushman Hospital, Sector-XII, Ashirwad Chowk, Dwarka, New Delhi-110075, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s new born baby (b/o Ruchi ref no: REG 15-16/29663) at Ayushman Hospital(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of  Dr.Raj Kumar, Medical Director, Ayushman Hospital alongwith copy of medical records of Ayushman Hospital

It is the allegation of the complainant that there was discrepancy in the blood group report dated 18th October, 2015 of Ayushman Hospital of his new born baby as the same mentioned it to be A positive, whereas the subsequent report dated 25th October, 2015 of Lifeline Hospital mentioned it to be B positive. It is noted that Medical Director, Ayushman Hospital in his written statement acknowledge the discrepancy in the reports.

The Executive Committee observes that once discrepancy in blood reports are noted by the patient/family or the physician, particularly with regard to mismatch with patient details. The Lab must re-perform the test (free of charge) and ensure that the correct report is given to the patient.
In view of the observations made herein-above, and the fact that it did not result in any adverse impact as the child, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Ayushman Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s new born baby at Ayushman Hospital.
