A complaint of Mrs. Monika Chaudhry r/o 670, Sector-8, Faridabad-121006, alleging medical negligence and unethical conduct on the part of Dr. A.K.Kriplani and Indraprasth Apollo Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s husband, late Rajesh Chaudhry at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, resulting in his death on 23.4.2002, was forwarded by Medical Council of India, for examination of Delhi Medical Council.

It has been averred by the complainant that a post mortem was done on the body of late Rajesh Chaudhry at AIIMS, New Delhi on 24.4.2002 on the basis of D.D. No. 5-A dated 23.4.2002 registered at Police Station Sarita Vihar.

In spite of repeated reminders to SHO, Police Station Sarita Vihar and office of DCP (South) for an attested copy of post mortem report of late Rajesh Chaudhry, as the same is essential for determining the present matter, the post mortem report was not made available to the office of Delhi Medical Council.

In view of the above, it is not possible to proceed further with this matter and the same stands closed in Delhi Medical Council.
