The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Gopal Das Budhiraja against Dr. Aseem Dhal and Dr. Dhirendra Singhania of Escorts Heart Institute and Research Centre (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of the respondents 1 to 3, in the treatment administered to the complainant, Shri Gopal Das Budhiraja (referred hereinafter as the patient) (IPD No. 138457, D.O.-6.3.2004, D.O.D.-16.3.2004) at Escorts Heart Institute & Research Centre, New Delhi.  The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, reply of Medical Superintendent alongwith medical records of the said Hospital and C.D. of angiography.

It has been observed that while doing coronary angiography on patient, an unfortunate incidence occurred in which a plaque was dislodged from the atheromatous coronary artery of the patient and caused spinal thrombosis and infarction, which was beyond the control of the operator.  This was coraborated in the MRI findings of the Dorsolumbar spine.  The CT angiography of the aorta did not show any retroperitoneal haematoma.

Spinal infarction as a complication of invasive vascular studies like angiography, particularly in elderly patients are known to occur, although rarely.  As such prima facie no medical negligence could be attributed in the treatment of the patient at the said hospital.  The protocol observed in conducting angiography and treatment provided after the incident was within the accepted norms.  However there appears to be definite scope in improving the consent form to make it more informed so as to avoid misunderstanding, subsequently.
