The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri V.S. Bhatnagar, ES1/130 Sector A, Jankpuram , Lucknow-226021, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr.V.K. Jain and Dr. Ashish Jain of Max Super Specialty Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Shri Saurabh Bhatnagar at Max Super Specialty Hospital, 1 Press Enclave Road, Saket, New Delhi-110017, resulting in his death on 14.09.2015 at Max Super Specialty Hospital.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 06th December, 2016 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri V.S. Bhatnagar, ES1/130 Sector A, Jankpuram , Lucknow-226021 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr.V.K. Jain and Dr. Ashish Jain of Max Super Specialty Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Shri Saurabh Bhatnagar at Max Super Specialty Hospital, 1 Press Enclave Road, Saket, New Delhi-110017, resulting in his death on 14.09.2015 at Max Super Specialty Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, joint written statement of Dr. V.K. Jain, Dr. Asish Jain and Dr. Sandeep, Deputy Medical Superintendent of Max Super Specialty Hospital, Saket, Delhi, copy of medical records of Max Super Specialty Hospital and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee notes that the patient suffered a road traffic accident and was admitted on 31st August, 2015 in Super Specialty Hospital, Burn and Trauma Centre, Lucknow. He was diagnosed with extradural hematoma and fracture of Lateral malleolus and scapula. In 
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addition the patient had collapsed right lung. Patient underwent craniotomy and evacuation of EDH. The patient developed high grade fever despite ungradation of antibiotics, hence, was referred to Max Super Specialty Hospital, Saket for further management. The patient was admitted in Max Super Specialty Hospital, Saket on 06th September, 2015. The patient’s general condition remained poor because of head injury  and  other   trauma   which   were   related  to   the  road  traffic  accident.  He developed infection because of poor general condition and was treated with appropriate medication. It is common observation for patient in poor neurological condition and poly trauma to develop infection despite appropriate antibiotics. The patient died on 14th September, 2015, because of his underlying condition.

In light of the observation made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that late Shri Saurabh Bhatnagar was treated as per standard protocol at Max Super Specialty Hospital, Saket and primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr.V.K. Jain and Dr. Ashish Jain of Max Super Specialty Hospital. 

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 06th December, 2016 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 07th December, 2016.
