O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station, Janakpuri, Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Svetlana d/o Shri Stephen Correya r/o – RZ 60, Ekta Vihar, Najafgarh, New Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Sanjay Sharma and Mata Chanan Devi Hospital, C-1, Janakpuri, New Delhi-110058(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to the complainant’s mother late Smt. Sheila Correya at Mata Chanan Devi Hospital, resulting in her death on 29.01.2016, at BLK Hospital.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 28th September, 2016 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station, Janakpuri, Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Svetlana d/o Shri Stephen Correya r/o – RZ 60, Ekta Vihar, Najafgarh, New Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Sanjay Sharma and Mata Chanan Devi Hospital, C-1, Janakpuri, New Delhi-110058(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to the complainant’s mother late Smt. Sheila Correya at Mata Chanan Devi Hospital, resulting in her death on 29.01.2016, at BLK Hospital.

The Executive Committee perused the representation from Police, copy of complaint of Smt. Svetlana S. Correya, copy of medical records of Mata Chanan Devi Hosptial and other documents on record.
It is noted that patient was admitted in Mata Chanan Devi Hospital on 27th January, 2016 with complaints of chest pain off and on for 3-4 days radiating to both upper limbs and breathlessness. She was diagnosed as a case of coronary  artery   disease   and   Acute   coronary   syndrome   and

underwent  coronary angiography followed by PTCA + Stent to OM1 + IABP on 28th January, 2016. She had hypotension and went into acute pulmonary oedema. Patient was initially was put on BIPAP and inotropic infusions were started. She was diagnosed with rupture chordae with severe MR. She was put on ventilator and IABP support and brought to BLK Hospital on 29th January, 2016 for further management.

At BLK Hospital she was managed with IV high ionotropic support, IV lasix infusion, antibiotic and supportive medication. CTVS and nephrology consultation were taken. The patient’s general condition continued to deteriorate gradually. On 29th January, 2016 9:20 pm patient had sudden bradycardia   with      severe      hypertension.      Resusitative    measures were initiated, but patient could not be revived and declared dead at 9:50pm on 29th January, 2016.

The Executive Committee observes that the Smt. Sheila Correya 66 years female presented with coronary artery disease, Acute coronary syndrome. Primary PTCA to LCx-OM1, was done. Patient developed acute MR and developed cardiogenic shock and expired. Considering the poor prognosis of Acute MR no negligence is noted.

In view of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of   medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Sanjay Sharma and Mata Chanan Devi Hospital in the treatment administered to the complainant’s mother late Smt. Sheila Correya. 
Complaint stands disposed. “
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 28th September, 2016 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 17th October, 2016.
