The Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station Tilak Nagar, forwarded by Govt. of NCT of Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of late Vikram Singh (36 years old) who was admitted at Park Hospital with acute upper GI bleed, on 8.8.2004 and expired on 9.8.2004.  As per the medical records of Park Hospital, the patient was suffering from cirrhosis of liver with portal hypertension. While in Park Hospital his Hb count was 6.2 gm % and he died as a result of haemorrhagic shock due to bleeding oesophageal varices. The Council opines that the condition of the patient stated hereinabove carries a high mortality rate. The line of treatment adopted by the doctors of Park hospital in this case was in accordance with the accepted professional practice. No medical negligence can be attributed on the part of the doctors of Park hospital in the treatment administered by them to late Vikram Singh.
