O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from SHO, Malviya Nagar, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Master Lavis s/o- Vinod Kumar, r/o- r/o House No.266, Harsaroop Colony, Asola Fatehpur Beri, New Delhi-110074, allegedly due to medical negligence, in the treatment administered to late Master Lavis at Madan Mohan Malviya Hospital, Malviya Nagar, New Delhi, resulting in his death on 01.11.2014.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 14th October, 2016 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from SHO, Malviya Nagar, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Master Lavis s/o- Vinod Kumar, r/o House No.266, Harsaroop Colony, Asola Fatehpur Beri, New Delhi-110074, allegedly due to medical negligence, in the treatment administered to late Master Lavis at Madan Mohan Malviya Hospital, Malviya Nagar, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting in his death on 01.11.2014.

The Executive Committee perused the representation from Police, copy of medical records of Pt. Madan Mohan Malaviya Hospital, New Delhi post mortem report no: 1426-14 of All India Institute of Medical Sciences and other documents as provided by the Police.

The Executive Committee notes that child Lavish, 12 years old male was admitted in Pt. Madan Mohan Malaviya Hospital, New Delhi on 31st October, 2014 with complaints of pain in abdomen and vomiting for 3 days. He was diagnosed as Dengue fever based on Lab report of NS1 Antigen positive for Dengue. His hemoglobin was 11.6 g/dL and platelet count was 1.22 lakhs. He was in shock at the time of admission, which was managed successfully. His Ultrasound abdomen showed gall bladder distended with peri cholecystic oedema, liver and spleen enlarged and mild pleural effusion and ascites. His condition and prognosis was  explained  to 
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the father as per documents with treatment, the child had shown some improvement ,   however  next   day   the     child’s    condition    suddenly    deteriorated    and    he    expired   on  01st November, 2014. The post mortem report done at All India Institute of Medical Sciences, New Delhi recorded the cause of death as Dengue fever and its subsequent complication. As per records, this child was given proper treatment and was being monitored properly. However, it is well established as per medical literature that such cases may develop complications and can collapse suddenly, as happened in this case.
In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out in the treatment administered to late Master Lavis at Madan Mohan Malviya Hospital, New Delhi.
Matter stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 14th October, 2016 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 17th October, 2016.
