The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Shailendra Sharma r/o. Yaad Bhawan, 116-A, Kamla Nagar, Delhi – 110 007, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging that Dr. V.K. Gujral, A-158, Defence Colony, New Delhi and Dr. V.K. Jain, 5A/3, Ansari Road, Daryaganj, New Delhi, have been misrepresenting themselves as Cardio Diabetologist.  The Council perused the replies of both the doctors and examined them in person to assess their competence to suffix “Cardio Diabetologist” against their names. They were found to be holders of post graduate medical qualification in medicine i.e. M.D.(Medicine), having obtained adequate training, knowledge and experience in the particular field of Cardiology and Diabetes.  It is observed that the State Medical Register and Indian Medical Register do not have a specialist register.  In view of these aspects, Dr. V.K. Jain and Dr. V.K. Gujral are entitled to suffix Cardio-diabetologist against their names.

Complaint stands dismissed.
