O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri. Arjun h/o Smt. Meenu r/o- 7041/4, Mta Rameshwari Nehru Nagar, Karol Bagh, New Delhi-110005, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Nidhi Patel and Dr. Suchitra of LHMC & Smt. S.K.Hospital, Shaheed Bhagat Singh Marg, New Delhi-110001, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Meenu at LHMC & Smt. S. K. Hospital.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 12th May, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri. Arjun h/o Smt. Meenu r/o- 7041/4, Mta Rameshwari Nehru Nagar, Karol Bagh, New Delhi-110005 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Nidhi Patel and Dr. Suchitra of LHMC & Smt. S.K.Hospital, Shaheed Bhagat Singh Marg, New Delhi-110001, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Meenu at LHMC & Smt. S.K.Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Administrative Officer of LHMC & Smt. S.K. Hospital enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Nidhi Patel, Senior resident and Dr. Suchitra, Assistant Professor, Deptt. Obst & Gynae, copy of medical records of LHMC & Smt. S.K. Hospital and other documents on records.

The Executive Committee notes that Smt. Meenu was a booked patient at the said hospital and had been admitted earlier for the treatment of anaemia. She was also on treatment for hypothyroidism. Smt. Meenu was admitted on 18.08.2016 in view of deranged liver function test pointing towards intrahepatic cholestasis of pregnancy. She was planned for induction of labor and was being monitored. As per the records available there was no complaint of decreased fetal movements. On routine examination in the ward, fetal heart sound could not be localized, hence sonography was done, which revealed absent cardiac activity.

The Executive Committee opines that sudden intrauterine fetal demise can occur in a patient of intrahepatic cholestasis of pregnancy. Delivery notes also confirm that it was fresh IUD (Intrauterine death). The management in this patient has been done as per the standard protocol.
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Meenu at LHMC & Smt. S.K. Hospital.

Complaint stand disposed.
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 12th May, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 1st June, 2017.
