O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Ramesh Kumar Shan s/o Shri.Des Raj Shan r/o- Near Mini Bus Stand Kishtwar Tehsil & Distt.Kishtwar , Jammu & Kashmir-182204, forwarded by the Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT. of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, Sarita Vihar, New Delhi-110076, in the treatment administered to complainant’s brother Shri Rajesh Kumar Shan, resulting in his death on 14.05.2016.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 25th August, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined , a complaint of Shri Ramesh Kumar Shan s/o Shri.Des Raj Shan r/o- Near Mini Bus Stand Kishtwar Tehsil & Distt.Kishtwar , Jammu & Kashmir-182204 (referred hereinafter  as the complainant), forwarded by the Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT. of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, Sarita Vihar, New Delhi-110076(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to complainant’s brother Shri Rajesh Kumar Shan, (referred hereinafter as the patient) resulting in his death on 14.05.2016.
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, reply thereto of Dr. Vikas Sangwan, Deputy Manager, Office of the Director Medical Services of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, made to Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, copy of medical records of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, provided by the Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT. of Delhi, and other document on record.
The Executive Committee notes that the patient was diagnosed at Dayanand Medical College, Ludhiana as Acute myeloid leukemia, referred to Apollo Hospital with complaints of Pancytopenia and was seen at emergency of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital on 25th April, 2016. There diagnosis changed to Acute lymphoblastic leukemia with B cell lineage (on review). The patient was put on BFM-90 protocol, first cycle was given on 27th April, 2016. Following which he developed febrile neutropenia and pneumonia with klebsiella. The patient  was put on antibiotics according to sensitivity pattern.  The  patient  was  shifted  to  ICU  on  deterioration  of condition on 12th April, 2016 . The patient was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases. The patient succumbed due to his underlying condition which carries poor prognosis inspite of treatment.

In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s brother Shri Rajesh Kumar Shan, resulting in his death on 14.05.2016.

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 25th August, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 12th October, 2017.
