O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri. Deepak Kumar Beniwal r/o-    3/551, Ground Floor, Dakshinpuri Extn., New Delhi-110062, forwarded by the Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT. of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Jeewan Hospital & Nursing Home, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Sneha Beniwal, resulting in death of her new born baby.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 12th May, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri. Deepak Kumar Beniwal, r/o- 3/551, Ground Floor, Dakshinpuri Extn., New Delhi-110062(referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT. of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Jeewan Hospital & Nursing Home(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Sneha Beniwal, resulting in death of her new born baby.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, reply thereto of Medical Superintendent of Jeewan Hospital & Nursing Home Pvt. Ltd made to Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT. of Delhi; copy of medical records of Jeewan Hospital & Nursing Home Pvt. Ltd as provided by the Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT. of Delhi.

The Executive Committee notes that Smt. Sneha Beniwal was admitted in the said hospital on 22.08.2016 for induction of labor in view of pregnancy of 40 weeks+. During the process of induction fetal distress was detected, hence decision for LSCS (Lower Segment Caesarean Section) was taken.  During LSCS one tight loop of cord around fetal neck was present and also a tear in the uterine wall going up to ovarian ligament. Fresh still born baby was delivered.  As per the records available traumatic PPH occurred. There was a broad ligament tear along with uterine wall tear.  The tear in the uterine wall could have happened due to a weak point in the uterine muscle following MTP four years back.  This is a known complication of MTP (Medical Termination of Pregnancy). Traumatic PPH (Post-Partum Haemorrhage) can occur during delivery of fetal head at the time of LSCS.  Also baby can get asphyxiated if there is tight loop of cord around neck.  This patient has been managed as per the standard protocol.
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Sneha Beniwal at Jeewan Hospital & Nursing Home.
Complaint stand disposed.
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 12th May, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 1st June, 2017.
