O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri. Hemant Kumar Pandaya, r/o-4000, Gali No.03, Bagichi, Ram Chand Paharganj, New Delhi, forwarded by the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Max Super Specialty Hospital, FC-50, C&D Block, Shalimar Bagh, New Delhi-110088, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Babita.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 12th April, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Hemant Kumar Pandaya, r/o-4000, Gali No.03, Bagichi, Ram Chand Paharganj, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Max Super Specialty Hospital, FC-50, C&D Block, Shalimar Bagh, New Delhi-110088 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Babita(referred hereafter as the patient), resulting in her death on 04.02.2016.  
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Nityanand Tripathi, Dr. Archana Bajaj, Medical Superintendent of Max Super Specialty Hospital, copy of medical records of Max SuperSpecialty Hospital and other documents on record.
It is noted that the patient, a 29yrs old female, who was a diagnosed case of RHD, severe MS with acute LVF was referred from ESI Hospital, Basai Darapur, New Delhi on 25.01.2013 for balloon Mitral Valvuloplasty (BMV) on 25.01.2016. The patient was admitted in the said Hospital on 30.01.2016 under Dr. Nityanand Tripathi. The patient was examined and investigated. The patient’s PT-INR was 3.05 as per report dated 30.01.2016. The patient was administrated oral anti- coagulant. Her PT-INR came down to 2.90 on 01.02.2016 and then to 2.30 on 03.02.2016. Since the PT-INR has almost reached the preferable normal value of 1.5, the BMV was deferred to 04.02.2016 in order to minimize the risk involved in BMV. Unfortunately the patient’s condition deteriorated at 1.00 a.m. on 04.02.2016. She was shifted to High Dependency Unit for BIPAP support and then to ICU. The patient eventually succumbed at 7.27 am on 04.02.2016.

In view of the above, the Executive Committee observes that the deferring of BMV in view of high PT-INR reading, was as per accepted professional practices. The patient died due to her underlying disease, in spite of being administered appropriate treatment. Prima facie no case of medical negligence is made out in the treatment administered to late Babita at Max Super Speciality Hospital, Shalimar Bagh.  

Complaint stand disposed.
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 12th April, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 27th April 2017.
