           The Delhi Medical Council has examined your complainant against Dr. Pradeep Jain and Dr. Arvind Khurana of Sunder Lal Jain Hospital and others. The Council observed the following :-

The patient developed acute pancreatitis/intra-abdominal collection following ERCP and laproscopic cholecystectomy.  This is an uncommon but a known complication of acute pancreatitis, unfortunately, this complication occurred in this patient.  However, based on the documents on record and interviewing the doctors implicated, it appears that the treating doctors have reasonable competence and they had adopted a scientific approach in the management of this patient.  The injury to the hollow viscus could perhaps have been due to the drainage tube or as a sequale of pancreatitis.  There is no medical negligence in the management of the patient by the doctors who managed this case.
