O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Bhim Singh, 106, Type II, Minto Road, New Delhi, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Ravi Mullick of Malik Radix Health Care, C-218, Nirman Vihar, Vikas Marg, Delhi-110 092, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son late Master Himanshu (aged about 8 years) resulting in his death on 24.10.2004.  The Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Ravi Mullick, documents on record and heard the following in person :-

Briefly stated the facts of the case are that late Master Himanshu (referred hereinafter as the patient) presented with complaint of pain in right leg and was examined by Dr. Ravi Mullick on 21.10.2004 in OPD of Malik Radix Health Care (referred hereinafter as the said Centre).  Dr. Ravi Mullick prescribed Syrup Nimsaid-P and Tablet Shelcal.  On 22.10.2004, the patient was again seen by Dr. Ravi Mullick and was asked to continue the same treatment.  On 24.10.2004, the patient again came to the said Centre with rashes over the face for last 2 days and pain in right leg.  The patient was advised X-ray of right thigh and referred to Dr. Samresh Mohan (an orthopaedic surgeon) who observed that the patient had tenderness with painful restriction of movements of the right hip joint.  Dr. Samresh Mohan advised HB, TLC, DLC, ESR blood culture, X-ray right Hip joint and Pelvis.  The patient was administered Injection Ceftriaxone, after the test dose.
The patient was administered the second dose of Injection Ceftriaxone at around 6.30 PM in the evening on 24.10.2004.  At around 9.30 PM the patient was reported to have developed bluish patches all over his body.  On being informed about the patient’s condition telephonically, Dr. Ravi Mullick advised that patient be brought to the said Centre.  The patient was examined by                 
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Dr. Samresh Mohan and Dr. Ravi Mullick and was noticed to have no pulse, no respiration, no heart sound.   In spite of all resuscitative measures, the patient could not be revived and was declared brought dead as per the M.L.C. of Malik Radix Healthcare.  In his written statement, Dr. Ravi Mullick has averred that late Master Himanshu was hospitalized from 30.6.2004 to 17.7.2004 at the said Centre, for pyogenic meningitis and was administered Injection of Ceftriaxone without any adverse effect.

The complainant in his verbal submission to the Council confirmed that on the night of 24.10.2004, the child had developed bluish discoloration, shivering, coldness of hands alongwith frothing from the mouth before being brought to the said Centre.

It is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that in the above situation the patient did not die as a result of anaphylaxis.  He was alive for hours after the second Injection was administered in the evening of 24.10.2004.  The same injection had been administered to him on earlier occasion without any reaction.  Anaphylaxis deaths occur within second to minutes.    In view of the post meningitis state, history of shivering, coldness of hands, frothing from mouth, there is strong possibility that the patient had seizure.  The bluish discoloration indicates development of asphyxia.  The terminal event was asphyxia.  The patient is likely to have developed post-meningitis seizure.  Sudden death is a well-known entity during or immediately after a seizure.  

The line of the treatment adopted by Dr. Ravi Mullick in the treatment administered to late Himanshu was in accordance with the accepted professional practice in such cases.  No medical negligence can be attributed on the part of Dr. Ravi Mullick, in the treatment administered by him to late Himanshu. Complaint stands dismissed.
