The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Ashok Kumar Sachdeva, r/o- 54, RPS Janta Flats, Dr. Ambedkar Nagar, New Delhi-110062, forwarded by the Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT. of Delhi, alleging medical negligence and professional misconduct on the part of doctors of Max Hospital, Devki Devi Foundation, 2 Press Enclave Road, Saket, Delhi-110017, in the treatment administered to the complainant wife Smt. Asha Sachdeva at Max Hospital, resulting in her death on 15.11.2016
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 04th December, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Ashok Kumar Sachdeva, r/o- 54, RPS Janta Flats, Dr. Ambedkar Nagar, New Delhi-110062, forwarded by the Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT. of Delhi, alleging medical negligence and professional misconduct on the part of doctors of Max Super Speciality Hospital, Devki Devi Foundation, 2 Press Enclave Road, Saket, Delhi-110017, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Asha Sachdeva (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Max Super Speciality Hospital, Saket (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting in her death on 15.11.2016. 
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, joint written statement of Dr. Sandeep Budhiraja and Dr. Gurpreet Singh GM, Hospital Operation, Max Super Speciality Hosptial, copy of medical records of Max Super Speciality Hospital and other documents on record. 

The Executive Committee noted that documents on record suggest that the patient (Smt. Asha Sachdeva) was an elderly lady (61yrs old) suffering from a chronic respiratory disease along with other co-morbidity and was admitted in a critical state (acute on chronic type II respiratory failure) on 5.11.2016 in Max Super Speciality Hospital, Saket. The attendants were informed about the condition. Admission to an Intensive care unit was necessary and essential in the clinical condition as documented in the medical records of the said Hospital. It is observed that the outcomes in such condition and in an elderly are unpredictable and the prognosis is often uncertain. The attendants had been well informed about the condition and prognosis in the present case as well. The patient was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases, unfortunately, the patient expired due to her underlying condition. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Max Super Speciality Hospital, Saket, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Asha Sachdeva at Max Super Speciality Hospital, Saket. 
Complaint stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 04th December, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 12th January, 2018.
