O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from the Dy. Commissioner of Police, West District, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri. Amrit Pal Singh, s/o Shri Sardar Rajinder Singh r/o- WZ-132 Plot No.120 Ravi Nagar, Near Chand Nagar, New Delhi-110018, alleging medical negligence on the part of  Dr. Avinash Kumar of Maharaja Agrasen Hospital, Punjabi Bagh, New Delhi in the treatment administered to the complainant’s mother Smt. Kirpal Kaur, resulting in her death on 02.09.2015.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 21st November, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from the Dy. Commissioner of Police, West District, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri. Amrit Pal Singh, s/o Shri Sardar Rajinder Singh r/o- WZ-132 Plot No.120 Ravi Nagar, Near Chand Nagar, New Delhi-110018, alleging medical negligence on the part of  Dr. Avinash Kumar of Maharaja Agrasen Hospital, Punjabi Bagh, New Delhi in the treatment administered to the complainant’s mother Smt. Kirpal Kaur, resulting in her death on 02.09.2015.
The Executive Committee perused the representation from the Dy. Commissioner of Police, copy of complaint of Shri. Amrit Pal Singh, written statement of Dr. Avinash Kumar and Dr. Mamta Jain, Medical Superintendent of Maharaja Agrasen Hospital, copy of medical records of Maharaja Agarsen Hospital and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee noted the details of the case that the patient Late Smt. Kirpal Kaur was a 55years-old-female who was admitted on 14.07.2015 in Maharaja Agrasen Hospital as follow up case of recto-vaginal fistula (which was earlier operated on 29.06.2015) with complaints of generalized weakness and difficulty in passing stool. The patient also had history of type 2 diabetes mellitus and hypertension, on treatment. The patient was earlier admitted in Maharaja Agrasen Hospital from 25.06.2015 to 14.07.2015 then took LAMA and again admitted on 14.07.2015. The patient was managed conservatively with IV antibiotics, antipyretics, IV fluids and other supportive & symptomatic treatment. The patient again underwent surgery (Rectovagina fistula- Division of sigmoid colon with sigmoid and colostomy with repair of rectovaginal fistula) on 14.07.2015. Investigations revealed raised TLC, count and deranged KFT, Serum electrolytes, low HB & coagulation profile. The patient was examined by Nephrologist and advice conservative treatment. Chest x-ray revealed bilateral pleural effusion. ICT placed in right side of chest in view of increase in pleural effusion on right side of chest and later removed in view of improvement. In view of low BP, inotropes were started. Patient’s output decreased, had increased urea and Creatinine and ABG revealed metabolic acidosis. The patient was also examined by multi disciplinary treatment. Multiple cycle of hemodialysis were done. Pus C/S revealed E. Coli positive, ascitic fluid C/S klebsiella pneumonia positive, ET C/S acinetobacter positive. Drain revealed acinetobacter positive. Patient’s treatment was revised and antibiotics up graded as per sensitivity. Condition of the patient gradually deteriorated. In view of low GCS, the patient was intubated and put on ventilatory support. Multiple units of PRBC and FFP were transfused in view of low HB and deranged coagulation profile. The patient condition continually deteriorated. On 02.09.2015, the patient had cardiac arrest. Inspite of all resuscitative measure, the patient could not be revived and declared dead at 6.52 pm and 02.09.2015. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Avinash Kumar of Maharaja Agrasen Hospital, Punjabi Bagh, New Delhi in the treatment administered to the complainant’s mother Smt. Kirpal Kaur, resulting in her death on 02.09.2015.

Complaint stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 21st November, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 12th January, 2018.
