O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri N. Babu, r/o 542, Sunlight Colony-I, New Delhi-110014, forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Moolchand Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother late Smt. Mariamma at Moolchand Hospital Lajpat Nagar, New Delhi, resulting in her death on 08.03.2017.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 03rd August, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri N. Babu, r/o 542, Sunlight Colony-I, New Delhi-110014(referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Moolchand Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother late Smt. Mariamma (referred hereinafter as the patient)at Moolchand Hospital Lajpat Nagar, New Delhi(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting in her death on 08.03.2017.
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Madhu Handa, Medical Administrator of Moolchand Hospital enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Satya Nand Pathak and copy of medical records of Moolchand Medcity Hospital including CD, reports of angiography, angioplasty and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee noted that the patient a case of Inferior wall Myocardial Infarction underwent primary angioplasty with thrombosuction. The patient again was taken in cath lab and PTCA + stent to RCA was done on 6.03.2017. The patient developed abdominal pain on 07.03.2017. NCCT abdomen was done. The patient was managed in consultation with surgeon and nephrologist. The patient was provisionally diagnosed as acute paecreatitis/AIO and managed accordingly, however patient had downhill course and died. 

In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Moolchand Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s mother late Smt. Mariamma at Moolchand Hospital, as such was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases.
 Complaint stand disposed.
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 03rd August, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 24th August, 2017.
