O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Krishan Chander Narwal r/o Uttar Haryana Bijli Vitran Nigam, 2/4 Court Lane, Civil Line, Delhi-110054, forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging professional misconduct on the part of Dr. Seema Jain in the treatment of complainant’s daughter-in-law Smt. Anamika at Max Hospital, Shalimar Bagh.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 15th December, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Krishan Chander Narwal r/o Uttar Haryana Bijli Vitran Nigam, 2/4 Court Lane, Civil Line, Delhi-110054(referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging professional misconduct on the part of Dr. Seema Jain in the treatment of complainant’s daughter-in-law Smt. Anamika (referred hereinafter as the patient)at Max Hospital, Shalimar Bagh(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, joint written statement of Dr. Seema Jain and Dr. Archana Bajaj, Medical Superintendent, Max Super Specialty Hospital, copy of medical records of Max Super Specialty Hospital.
The Executive Committee noted that this was a case of emergency caesarean section performed on patient Smt. Anamika admitted in Max Hospital, Shalimar Bagh. The doctors gave fair trial of normal anaesthesia of labour in second stage when emergency caesarean section had to be performed. Both mother and baby are fine and there was no intra operative and post operative complication in mother and baby. The examination of doctors of the Max Hospital primafacie, is found to be satisfactory, otherwise also the complaint is about behaviour of doctors and loose comments in support of which there is no documentary evidence is on record. 

It is however, observed that as part of good medical practice doctors should be emphatic towards the patients admitted under their case.

In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of professional misconduct is made out on the part of doctors of Dr. Seema Jain in the treatment of complainant’s daughter-in-law Smt. Anamika at Max Hospital, Shalimar Bagh.
