O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Harish Arora, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of the respondent, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), New Delhi.   The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, reply of Dr. Ved Prakash, documents on record and heard the following in person :

2. Dr. Ved Prakash 
It is the allegation of the complainant that the respondent failed to make a diagnosis of pulmonary kochs, in due time, in case of the complainant and the same constitute medical negligence.  It is an admitted case of the complainant that he presented with symptoms of fever and cough to the respondent and that he was advised to undergo certain tests including an X-ray chest.   The X-ray

dated  4.12.2001 produced by the complainant and its report was examined by the Delhi Medical Council.  It is observed that X-ray was not indicative of Tuberculosis or Pleural effusion.  As per the lab results of Sir Ganga Ram Hospital dated 4.12.2001 and 11.12.2001 except for ESR readings, all the tests were within normal clinical parameters.  The line of treatment prescribed by the respondent in this case in light of the clinical picture of the complainant, narrated hereinabove, was in accordance with the accepted professional practice.  The complainant did not follow up with the respondent after 11.1.2002.  As per the complaint, the Kochs lung, Pleural effusion in the complainant was diagnosed on 16.11.2002 by another physician after further investigations.
In view of the above, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that since the X-ray dated 4.12.2001 and the clinical condition of the patient during the period in which he was under the treatment of respondent, was not indicative of Pulmonary Kochs, or Pleural effusion, Dr. Ved Prakash cannot be held liable for failing to make the diagnosis of Kochs lung.

Complaint stands disposed.
